We do not have a specific
date yet for the vaccine clinic at school, how-
ever we are aware the Philadelphia Department
of Health is planning for New Foundations
Charter School to receive the vaccine the week
of November 9, 2009.

Therefore, if you are interested in having your
student immunized (all children K-8 are
eligible), please read all of the information and
complete the consent and return the consent to
the nurse no later than
Monday, November 2, 2009.
